FAMILIA INMIGRANTE VENCE
POLITICA DE TRUMP

na familia guatemalteca
sera la primera que podra
tramitar en Estados Uni-

dos el asilo sin hacerlo desde Méx-
ico como lo dicta una nueva politi-
ca del presidente Donald Trump
de enero pasado, al poder dem-
ostrar el “miedo creible” y gracias
al fallo de un juez que permite la
ayuda de abogados.

Se trata de “una victoria
para los derechos de los inmi-
grantes”, manifesto este viernes a
Efe la Unién Americana de Liber-
tades (ACLU).

Segin ACLU, el Protocolo
de Proteccion a Migrantes (MPP),
creado por el Gobierno Trump
para que los solicitantes de asilo
lleven su proceso desde México,
ha enviado desde enero pasado
a mas de 50.000 personas al otro
lado de la frontera a aguardar las
resoluciones a sus peticiones.

“La familia pudo comu-
nicar al Gobierno federal sus ex-
periencias traumaticas y sus te-
mores constantes de persecucion
mientras estaba en México y aho-
ra se les permitira esperar sus
audiencias de asilo en los Estados
Unidos”, manifest6 a Efe el abo-
gado Michael Hopkin, directivo de
Servicios Familiares Judios.

El éxito parcial de este
proceso, segun Hopkins, obedece
al fallo reciente del juez federal
Dana Sabraw que otorgd a la fa-
milia el derecho de entrevistarse
con sus abogados antes de ten-
er que cruzar la frontera y tener
que aguardar indefinidamente
después de haber sufrido veja-
ciones y asaltos en México.

El abogado dijo que este
caso demuestra la importancia de
la demanda colectiva que ACLU
interpuso para que los solici-
tantes de asilo puedan acceder a
su representacion legal mientras
estan bajo la custodia de la oficina
de Aduanas y Proteccién Fronter-
iza (CBP).

La representacién de abo-

gados “es fundamental” para el
futuro de esta familia, y es un
derecho al debido proceso que
debe proporcionarse a todos los
inmigrantes, incluso a aquellos
incluidos en MPP, que busca de-
salentar la llegada de migrantes.

“Sin acceso a un abogado,
nuestros clientes y sus hijos hab-
rian enfrentado un mayor riesgo
de ser devueltos a un pais donde
sus vidas se verian amenazadas”,
manifest6 Monika Langarica, di-
rectora de Derechos de los Inmi-
grantes de ACLU en la frontera
de California.

La familia guatemalteca, los pa-
dres y cinco hijos, todos meno-
res de edad, huyeron de su pais
después de que la mayor de los
hijos, de 17 anos, fue violada y
amenazada de muerte si denun-
ciaba el crimen.

Al cruzar México, la familia fue
asaltada reiteradamente y obliga-
da por hombres “uniformados” a
desnudarse.

La ACLU, Servicios Familiares
Judios y el Centro Legal para la
Defensa de los Migrantes pre-
sentaron una demanda colectiva
contra la Oficina de Aduanas y
Proteccién Fronteriza (CBP) para
exigir que los inmigrantes con-
taran con abogados antes de que
les regresaran a México.

El fallo reciente de un tribunal a
favor de esas organizaciones per-
miti6 que los abogados estuvieran
con la familia para expresar sus
temores a la oficina de Servicios
de Ciudadania e Inmigracion
(USCIS) en un tipo de revisiéon
conocido como “entrevista sin
devolucién (a México)”.

Dicha cita se llevd a cabo la noche
este jueves.

he NBA announced that
I Houston Rockets guard
James Harden has been
named Western Conference Play-
er of the Week for games played
from Monday, Nov. 4 through
Sunday, Nov. 10 (Week 3). It
is the 23rd time Harden has re-
ceived the award in his career, all
coming as a Rocket.

The Rockets were 3-0 for
the week and outscored oppo-
nents by an average of 15.7 points
per game. Harden recorded a
double-double in each game while
averaging 40.7 points, 9.3 assist,
8.0 rebounds, 2.33 steals and 1.33
blocks. He also hit 22 3-point-
ers on 43.1% shooting for the
week while Rockets opponents
combined for 20 3FGM on 22.2%

shooting.

Harden has scored a total
of 334 points in 318 minutes of
play this season. That is the high-
est total through the first nine
games of a season since Michael
Jordan scored 337 in 1988-89.
Harden has hit 39 3-pointers this
season, marking the fourth-high-
est total through the first nine
games of a season and the most
by a player besides Stephen Cur-

ry.

The Rockets are 6-3 this
season with Harden ranking first
in the league in scoring (37.1 ppg)
and sixth in assists (8.2 apg). In
2018-19, he became the first play-
er in NBA history to have aver-
aged at least 35.0 points and 7.0
assists in a single season.

Coupled with a Colts win
over the Jaguars on Sunday, In-
dianapolis is now 6-4. They lead
the AFC South by virtue of their
Week 7 victory over the Texans.

"It's an important game, ob-
viously," O'Brien said of Thursday

night's contest at NRG Stadium.
"But we've got a good bunch of guys.
It was terrible. If you watch our guys
closely, guys were playing their asses
off at the end of the game."

Cornerback Johnathan Jo-
seph said the Texans were "obvious-
ly disappointed”, but that they must
push forward.

"If we had to play our next
game 10 days from now, we'd be
miserable,” Joseph said. "Because
every day coming into work you'd
be thinking about it. We've just got
to get that bad taste out of your
mouth, because today wasn't Texans
football."

Running back Carlos Hyde
scored the Texans' lone touchdown
when he got loose for a 41-yard
score in the middle of the fourth
quarter. He finished with 65 yards
on nine carries, and emphasized the
importance of resetting for Week
12.

"We've got a short week,"
Hyde said. "We've got to move on
and get ready for Indianapolis.”

Its
climate is divided into the hot and
dry seasons, with the former more
humid and the latter slightly cool-
er. For that reason, go with spring
— it’s when you’ll experience the
lush, tropical environs you proba-
bly imagine when you think of the
Encantadas.

DISCOVERIES

The Origin of Stations

As the islands' most fa-
mous visitor, it only makes sense
that Charles Darwin would have
a research station named in his
honor. Today the CDRS is home
to more than 200 scientists and

educators working to conserve
and restore the Galapagos archi-
pelago, which is more essential
— and difficult — work than you
might imagine. The guided tour
1s highly fascinating, not to men-
tion a great chance to see some of
the giant tortoises who have long
been the area's best-known resi-
dents.

White Sand, Red Crabs
Whether you take a
20-minute water taxi or the 1.5-
mile walking path, Tortuga Bay
1s worth the trek. Santa Cruz is
renowned for its biodiversity, and
it’s here that you’ll witness its nat-
ural inhabitants up close: marine
iguanas, seals, red-rock crabs,
whitetip reef sharks, brown peli-
cans, and other creatures can all
be seen from these awe-inspiring
white sands. Bring your camera
and keep a respectful distance, as
every animal here is precious.

You’ll Lava This

Unless you're extreme-
ly averse to confined spaces, the
lava tunnels are another must-
see. More spacious than the name
suggests, these tunnels are also
more accessible: there are lights
and a walking path for much of
the underground journey, which
shouldn’t take you longer than
20 minutes. The mere fact of its
existence — as its name suggests,
the tunnel was literally formed by
lava flows a long, long time ago
— 1is compelling on its own, but
the actual experience of walking
through it is on another level.

Tortoise Time
Last but not least, El
Chato nature reserve epitomiz-

es what makes Santa Cruz such
a singular destination. Darwin
finches and short-eared owls join
the famed tortoises here, all of
them protected by park rangers
working to maintain Santa Cruz’s
unique flora and fauna. No guide
is required, but El Chato is such a
massive space that you may have
trouble navigating it on your own.
If you’ve had enough land-based
adventures, try snorkeling in Las
Grietas instead — you may even
get lucky and see some turtles.

WHAT TO EAT

Sea What the Fuss Is About
As you might imagine, sea-
food is a big deal on Santa Cruz.
The casual decor at La Garrapa-
ta belies its tasty menu, which
abounds in seared tuna, lobster,
shrimp, and even food that orig-
inated on land. Save room for
dessert, because the tiramisu in
particular is delectable. The same

can be said of El Muelle de Dar-
win, which has seriously tasty Ec-
uadorian dishes and seafood bar-
becue that's not to be missed.

STAY HERE

Galapagos Getaway

Santa Cruz is a pretty laid-back
place, but that doesn’t mean vis-
itors can’t appreciate the finer
things. Take the Semilla Verde
Boutique Hotel, for instance.
With everything from hammocks
and private terraces to nature
trails and yoga retreats, it’s an
utterly relaxing getaway. Bonus:
visit between August and March
for a chance to see the giant tor-
toises hanging out by the ponds.
Even more unique is Pikaia
Lodge, which lives up to its billing
of a luxurious eco-adventure and
then some. With terrace rooms, a
garden suite, and its own yacht, it
manages to be as thrilling as it is
relaxing.
